Brush Pick-Up Instructions

Please follow these instructions in order for crews to efficiently collect brush, and avoid damaging equipment.
Any material not meeting the requirements listed below can not be collected and will be left at the curb.

e Limbs can not exceed 10” in diameter at the cut section.

e Small twigs and sticks should be tied with twine in bundles 12" in diameter, or placed in a container at
the curb. No other yard waste or garbage should be in the containers. No loose piles of sticks or debris.
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he curb with the cut section facing the street and in the same direction.
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e Do NOT

stack brush in the roadway, gutters, ditches or sidewalks. Do NOT block fire hydrants.
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e NO leaves, pine needles, grass clippings, or other yard waste will be collected.
e Brush must be placed at the curb no later than Sunday night, for the collection to begin on Monday of
the scheduled week of collection.
